Product description 
Intended use 

• The Nedis HTFA16GY/HTFA17GY is a heater that allows the user to control the 
surrounding temperature. 

• This product is only suitable for well insulated spaces or occasional use. 

• The built-in thermostats measures the room temperature. 

• And the built-in thermostat automatically switches off the product when the desired 
room temperature is reached. 

• When the room temperature decreases below the desired temperature, the product 
switches back on automatically. 

• The bottom of the heater is equipped with a tip-over safety switch. 

• This switch automatically switches off the product if it falls over. 

• The Nedis HTFA16GY/HTFA17GY is equipped with an oscillation mode. During the 
oscillation mode the base of the product rotates slowly from side to side. 

• This product can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and persons with 
reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge 
if they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the product in a 
safe way and understand the hazards involved. Children shall not play with the 
product. Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be done by children without 
supervision. 

• Children of less than 3 years should be kept away. 

• The product is intended for indoor use only. 



• The product is intended for use in household environments for typical housekeeping 
functions that may also be used by non-expert users for typical housekeeping 
functions, such as: shops, offices other similar working environments, farm houses, 
by clients in hotels, motels and other residential type environments and/or in bed and 
breakfast type environments.

Before first use 

1. Remove all packaging. 
2. Place the product on a stable and flat surface. 

⚠  Keep objects at least 50 cm from the air inlet A①. 

⚠  Keep objects at least 1 meter from the air outlet A①. 

3. Connect the power plug A⑤ into a power outlet. 

⚠  Do not plug the product in a power outlet of a power group with other products that 

consume a lot of power. 

⚠  Do not plug the product in a power outlet with a current of less than 10 A.

Use 
Using the product 

1. Switch the mode dial B① to the desired mode: 

Mode Fan Heater 

OFF position B② Off Off 

Fan mode B③ On Off 

Low heat mode B④ On 1000 W power 

High heat mode B⑤ On 1500 W power 

Oscillation mode B⑥ On 1500 W power + oscillation* 

 
* = The product rotates slowly over the base from side to side. 

2. Rotate the thermostat dial B⑦ to adjust the desired room temperature. 
- When the room temperature reaches the selected level, the built-in thermostat 
automatically switches off the product. 
- When the room temperature decreases, the built-in thermostat automatically 
switches the product back on. 

⚠  The tip-over safety switch automatically switches off the product when it falls over. 

Before using the product again: Switch off the product, disconnect the power plug and 
check for damage. 

⚠  Do not use a damaged or defective product, but return it for repair or replacement. 

 

Stop using the product 

1. Switch B① to the OFF position B②. 

2. Unplug A⑤ from the power outlet. 
3. Allow the product to cool down. 

 

Maintenance 
Cleaning the product 

1. Before cleaning and maintenance, switch off the product and disconnect the power. 
2. Allow the product to cool down. 
3. Clean the outside of the product with a soft, clean, lightly damp cloth. 
4. Clean the openings of the product with a fine brush. 

⚠  Do not immerse the product in water or other liquids. 

⚠ Do not use aggressive chemical cleaning agents such as ammonia, acid or acetone 

when cleaning the product. 

⚠ Avoid abrasives that can damage the surface.
